RECYCLING:  Please remember to break down your cardboard so we can get as much in the bin as possible. No Styrofoam or trash in the bin and cardboard must be corrugated cardboard only, no cereal boxes. It costs $194 each time we dump the bins so we want to fill them as full as possible.  You can put plastic in both sides of the 10-bin.  If one side is full go to the other side, please don’t leave it barely hanging there and smash your plastic if possible.
If you live in town you pay $1.25 a month for the privilege to use the recycling bins, we ask that anyone not from in town please pay the same cheap fee. (Fees just increase to help pay for the heavy use of the recycling bins.
May 11th Council Meeting:  UPDATES BY STAFF: Brent and Jeanette completed the insurance review for RMSA.

Last year’s building permits have been sent to the assessor per his request.

The Annual Report is nearly finished.

OLD BUSINESS:  About 45 properties took advantage of the free 1 cubic yard clean up the Lion’s Club did. They filled two, 40 yard dumpsters.

Jeanette has been taking orders for the reprint of the Almira History book, first printed in 1989.  The books will be $65 each if we order less than 250, $50 each if over 250.  .

NEW BUSINESS:  Brent will be attending the virtual QUADCO meeting to see about obtaining more funding for streets.

The recycling bins are being dumped monthly because of the high use of the cardboard and 10-bin.  This is putting us under budget on fees.  Council approved a 25 cent increase for the recycling fee.

BUILDING PERMITS:  All building permits were approved.
